KET LENDING LIBRARY KITS
The KET Lending Library is a partnership between Kentucky Educational 
Television and the Kentucky Department for Libraries and Archives. It allows 
Kentucky early childhood professionals to obtain video or DVD series of child 
care training programs through their local public libraries. By watching the 
programs and then completing the corresponding coursework, early 
childhood professionals earn credits toward state licensing requirements.

Early childhood professionals must request the training titles through their local 
public library and coursework directly from KET.

Librarians have two methods to request:

 Complete programs designed around high quality
books for children and teens

 Each kit includes 12-20 copies of the book, an 
audiobook if available, and an in-depth discussion 
guide.  Many titles are in the process of getting a 
Spanish copy, and a few are getting a large print 
copy as well when available.

 Up to 5 youth book kits may be checked out for 9 
weeks and renewed upon request if not scheduled to 
be sent to another library

 KBA Kits - collections of books from the Kentucky 
Bluegrass Award program, designed to encourage 
diverse reading among students. Titles are selected 
annually in collaboration by Kentucky teachers and 
public librarians, and voted on by Kentucky children 
and students. Pre-school – 2nd Grade



YOUTH PROGRAMMING KITS

 STEAM
Public library and school staff can use our STEAM based thematic kits to assist in the planning of story times,              

lesson plans, and other programming that incorporates developmentally appropriate encounters involving S.T.E.A.M. 
concepts – Science, Technology, Engineering, Art, and Math – into everyday experiences.

 Thematic Kits
Multi-format kits for ages pre-school through teen-include books, CDs, DVDs, electronics, games, & toys.

 Interactive Mystery Kits
Include everything needed to plan and produce a mystery program for a group of 20-25 participants. The Anyone’s 

Guess series is designed for grades 6 – 9. Anyone’s Guess Junior series is designed for grades 3 – 5.

THAT APPLIES TO 

ALL KITS

 This is a traditional ILL- just not through OCLC.  
Lost and/or damaged items will be charged a 
replacement fee.

 Some discussion kits may arrive without the full 
complement of books. The State Library always 
includes a check out receipt.  Your library is only 
responsible for the items on the that receipt.

 Kits are shipped through the KYVL courier two 
weeks prior to the date you indicate you need 
them to arrive at your library (need by date).  
Other arrangements can be made if your library 
does not receive courier service.

 All kits can also be scheduled to be used by 
your patrons, either community groups or schools, 
but must be requested by a library staff member.  
Please do not ask your patrons to use the kit 
request form or call the State Library. This only 
creates confusion and leads to shipping delays.

 A survey is included in each kit.

“NEED BY” 
DATE

 Please allow at least 2 courier days, or 2 
weeks, for a kit to reach you.

 Keep in mind that the KYVL courier has the 
same schedule as state government.  The 
courier does not run on weekends or state 
holidays.  If you are unsure about the courier 
schedule, you can check it at 
https://kyvl.org/courier/blog

 Ideally, the “need by” date you submit 
should be the courier day immediately prior to 
the date that you plan to hand out the books 
to your patrons.  You can also submit the date 
you will be handing out the books to your 
patrons.

 You are not required to use the kit request 
form although you can if you prefer.  The kit 
request form is best used for scheduling just 
1-3 kits.  If you are scheduling a book club for 
an entire year, it is fine to either email a list of 
titles to me, deborah.hibbard@ky.gov, or to 
the reference inbox –
KDLAReferenceDesk@ky.gov

 If scheduling for a full year, please send a 
list of at least 15 titles per club.  Keep in mind 
that newer titles tend to be booked up well in 
advance.

9 week check out for book kits, or 7 
week check out for programming kits, 
please let me know in advance.

 You will receive a confirmation email 
with shipping and due dates when your 
kit(s) is scheduled.
