Kentucky Housing Corporation (KHC) invests in affordable housing solutions by offering an array of programs and services
designed to develop, preserve, and sustain affordable housing throughout the state.

Created by the 1972 General Assembly, KHC is a self-supporting, public corporation of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and is
governed by a 15-member Board of Directors. KHC is a quasi-government agency, which is administratively attached to the
Finance and Administration Cabinet, and a portion of KHC's funds are derived from the interest earned through the sale of tax-
exempt morigage revenue bonds. From these proceeds, KHC has made homeownership possible for more than 90,000
Kentucky families.

KHC also receives fee income for administering federal programs, including rental assistance that makes quality housing
available to more than 27,500 low-income Kentuckians. Other programs offered by KHC include rental housing financing,
including administering Low-Income Housing Tax Credits, homeownership education/counseling, housing rehabilitation,
homeless programs, home energy and repair initiatives, as well as loan servicing.

Program Descriptions and Eligibility Criteria

HUD Section 220 - Rental Housing for Urban Renewal and Concentrated Development Areas

Section 220 insures loans for multifamily housing projects in urban renewal areas, code enforcement areas, and other
areas where local governments have undertaken designated revitalization activities.

All families are eligible ttkc;ccupy a dwelling in a structure where the mortgage is insured under the program, subject to
normal tenant selectionContact the property to determine availability and eligibility.

HUD Section 231 - Rental Housing for the Elderly

The Sechtion 231 insures mortgage loans to facilitate the construction and substantial rehabilitation of multifamily rental
housing for elderly persons (62 or older) and/or persons with disabilities.

All elderly or persons with disabilities are eligible to occupy apartments in a project whose mortgage is insured under the
program. Contact the property to determine availability and eligibility.

HUD Section 202 Supportive Housing for the Elderly

HUD provides capital advances to finance the construction, rehabilitation or acquisition with or without rehabilitation of
structures that will serve as supportive housing for very low-income elderly persons, including the frail elderly, and
provides rent subsidies for the projects to help make them affordable. Some supportive services may be available on the
premises.

Occupancy in Section 202 housing is open to any very low-income household comprised of at least one person who is at
least 62 years old at the time of initial occupancy. Contact the property to determine availability and eligibility.

HUD Section 811 Supportive Housing for Persons with Disabilities

HUD provides funding to nonprofit organizations to develop rental housing with the availability of supportive services for
very low-income adults with disabilities, and provides rent subsidies for the projects to help make them affordable.

In order to live in Section 811 housing, a household which may consist of a single qualified person must be very low-
income (within 50 percent of the median income for the area) and at least one member must be 18 years old or older and
have a disability, such as a physical or developmental disability or chronic mental illness. Contact the property to
determine availability and eligibility.
