For RDA copy catalog records, generally accept what is in the record unless it conflicts with the RDA rules or the following local decisions―

	Recording Copyright Dates (264 _ 4   $c)

	
	· In addition to the required publication date, KDLA will record the copyright date in a second 264 field if it differs from the publication date.

· For copy cataloging, accept a second 264 field with the copyright date even if it duplicates the publication date.

· Always record phonogram dates in a second 264 field for sound recordings.

	We will use terms in common usage in the extent for non-print materials (RDA 3.4.1.5).

· Audiobooks:                    CD(s) or MP3-CD(s)

· Videorecordings:             DVD(s)

· Computer discs:              CD-ROM or DVD-ROM

· Always trace access points for audiobooks narrators and performers and all access points for Kentucky materials and state publications

· In the case of other materials, such as books in the general and reference collections, use judgment when deciding which access points to trace and accept other access points if included.
