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Remembering Tim Tingle

Tim Tingle, former Arrangement and Description Supervisor and Archival Services Branch Manager,
passed away on March 14", Tim was dedicated to the work of the Friends and joined the Board
upon his retirement in 2016.

Tim started work at the Kentucky State Archives in 1986 as a recent graduate from Eastern
Kentucky University with a degree in history. Tim learned the archives from the ground up, starting
as an entry level clerk and retiring thirty years later as the manager of Archival Services. Tim
eventually worked on all three floors of our building, mastering every function within the archives:
preserving and caring for one of the largest state archival collections in the country; working directly
with the public and assisting researchers; and managing complex programs and mentoring staff. He
spent many years as the Arrangement and Description Supervisor, during which time he and his
staff appraised, arranged, described, indexed, and accessioned thousands of permanent, historical
public records. Tim spent the last eight years of his career as the Archival Services Branch Manager,
overseeing the Kentucky State Archives collection as well as the Archives Research Room. He even
filled in as acting State Archivist for a time. He was an expert on the Governor’s papers, the records
of the Auditor, and a little bit of everything else.

Tim met every challenge with a trademark blend of efficiency,
patience, and kindness. Whether he was assisting a frantic
researcher, responding to a last-minute call from the
Governor’'s Office instead of heading out the door as he had
prepared to do, or guiding a first-time genealogist through a
maze of scant information, he remained unflappable.

Tim leaves behind a legacy of devoted public service and a
generation of younger archivists whom he mentored and
shaped. Beyond his professional achievements, he was a
dearly cherished friend and loving family member.

The database has
over 500,000 entries to be discovered with more being added regularly as staff
continue to process and index materials from across Kentucky's 120 Circuit
Courts. Criminal and Civil cases are both included and range in date from 1785
through 1991. Cases can be accessed in-person in the Research Room at KDLA
or by submitting a research request through the KDLA website. These are an
invaluable record of Kentucky's past and include judgements, warrants, bonds,
and often depositions. They offer unique perspective into the lives of the
Commonwealth's past occupants.
