• 1902 Courtview Hotel Fire

• Affected people locally and nationally

• Historically significant

• Trial

• Suspects

• Known Conflict

• Local Connections

• Names and Places People Know

• Details of Families Involved

• Ways to Wrap Up
 Solved Case

 Resolution is nice but not necessary

 What happened to the people involved

 Some type of closure



What May Not Work

• Too Graphic

• Too Shocking

• Not enough visuals

• Too cut and dried

• Lack of a hook



Things to Consider

Conflicting stories

Different Details such as ages and names

When searching newspapers be sure to 

search all names connected to the story.

Run through program & time it

It always runs longer than you think it will
