Program Ideas for Classic Movies Kit

· Pass the flashcards around and see who can identify the most films/actors

· Play Scene-It

· Pass the Portrait books around; discuss the stars, their lives and lifestyles of the times

· Bring a classic movie discussed in one of the books, watch and discuss with the residents

· Sing along with the CDs

· Have an Academy Awards Program—ask everyone to dress up as their favorite movie star or character (or just dress us).  Have a “Red Carpet” entrance and take photos.  Give out small trophies or certificates to attendees.  Have awards for different categories.  Have a parade for those who might be roombound.
· Discuss the interesting movie facts in this guide.  Compare the salaries and stars of yesterday to today

· Print out trivia game sheets or puzzles and distribute
Games

· Classic Oscar Night Game

This one is a must. Print out Oscar ballots and have all your guests fill them out at the beginning of the night. Keep track on a whiteboard or large piece of paper in front of everyone near the television. Whoever gets the most right wins. Give out an award trophy or ribbon with the year on it.

· Which Movie Star Am I?

For each guest, make a star shape with the name of a famous actor or actress. Tape the star to the guest's back, without them seeing the name. You can go old Hollywood and use names like Marliyn Monroe, Cary Grant and Bette Davis or you can choose names of those actors and actresses currently up for awards. Each guest gets to ask five yes or no questions of the group after showing their name to everyone. "Am I female?" "Am I blonde?" The group answers truthfully "yes" or "no" and at the end of five questions, the guest makes a guess about the name on their back. If they are right, hand them a star-shaped cookie or other movie related item.

· Name That Movie

Find famous movie quotes and write down ten or fifteen. Give everyone a pen and paper for this one. Read the quotes aloud (or print them out for each person) and whoever matches the most quotes to the movies they go with, wins a prize. This one can be easy or difficult depending on your choice of quotes. 

· Movie Charades
Have everyone write down a famous movie title on a slip of paper. Each person then draws a slip and must act it out for the group without words. This one can definitely be tricky, but also a hoot to watch. Alternately, you can do a version with a large whiteboard. Have the guests draw the movie title with a marker instead of acting it out. You don't even need to be an artist for this one and it can be hilarious. 

· What Was That
This is a variation of a classic shower game. On a tray, place items that all have a theme—in this case, choose a specific movie and all the items will relate to that movie.. Show everyone the tray for a few minutes and then remove the tray. Guests try to write down as many items as they can remember. The player with the most right wins.

· Guess Who
Find some magazines with pictures of movie stars in them. Cut out certain features of each star (Angelina Jolie's lips or John Travolta's chin, etc.) and see who can correctly guess the most movie stars. This can be done with classic cartoon characters.
