No-Smoking Policy

Pursuant to the Pro-Children Act of 1994, all parts of the library are designated as "No Smoking" areas.  Library employees are permitted to smoke outside on the library loading dock and its immediate vicinity.
Sample Policy #2

SMOKING, EATING AND DRINKING POLICY
The ___________________ Public Library Board of Trustees recognizes the importance of a safe and healthy environment for library patrons and employees. Patrons and employees are prohibited from smoking inside the public library, effective ______________. 

Library patrons and employees who do smoke outside are encouraged not to smoke in doorways or block entrances to the Library. 

Library staff are asked not to use entrances for “smoke breaks.”  Smoke breaks for library staff will be considered part of the time allowed all employees for morning and afternoon breaks.

Patrons may only eat or drink in specified areas of the building. Patrons found to be eating, drinking in areas where food and drink are prohibited should be asked to go outside until they are finished. 

Staff may keep food and drink in the kitchen to be used for snacks or meals. Any eating or drinking done by staff members in public areas of the building must be done in a discreet manner. This includes chewing gum or eating candy. Meals must be eaten away from the public. 
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
